lluminated planters, containing
cloud clipped llex crenata, mark
the entrance to the pergola where
Ipomoea alba, their flowers open
at night, climbs with grapevines.
Cube Planters (9.6w each LED)

A glass chandelier subtly sparkles,

illuminated by Trend W3 (3w LED)

The living wall is softly downlit

tempting you to pick tomatoes,
strawberries, chillies and herbs
while you dine

Black bamboo, underplanted with
hosta, is silhouetted onto a
quercus frame inset with etched
sandblasted stainless steel
illuminated by Quartet 69-W3
(8.6w LED)

Between the tall topiary spirals,
white flowering Zantedeschia
guide your eye along the pool,
past water lilies, LED illuminated
stepping stones made from
recycled glass to the intricate
glass sculpture with a backdrop of
evergreen ivy sculpture illuminated
by Typhoon 30 (3w LED)

Long dramatic shadows from
Phormium ‘Platt’s Black’ and
Cordyline 'Electric Pink’ are
projected onto the rear wall and
gently wafted by hidden fans,
illuminated by Diode 30 (3w LED)
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Encouraging the extended use of outside space on

Layered hedges of common ivy,
yew, and box become dramatic,
textured theatrical backdrops
when ‘grazed’ with beams of
light illuminated by Fluxline IP
(25w/M LED)

Silver birches densely
underplanted with llex crenata
balls, are uplit creating subtle
light and shade illuminated by
Yew GS (4.8w LED)

Red, which recedes early at
dusk, is used in combination
with white & silver which
‘glow’ with tones of blue adding
to the light and shade effect.
Acer palmatum ‘Bloodgood’ is
accent lit to highlight its
stunning colour. The planting
design is emphasised by
internally lit glass flowers.
illuminated by Typhoon 30
(8w LED)

The rich evening scent of
honeysuckles,
Trachelospernum jasminoides
and annuals Nicotiana and
night scented stock all add to
the sensual experience of the
garden at night.

each offering differing moods, this garden shows only

late summer evenings, which can also be viewed from
a snug interior at chillier times of the year, is the main
aim of the designer in creating this garden. Recent
developments in LEDs have radically enhanced how
planting can be combined with lighting as they give out
virtually no heat to scorch and harm foliage. Therefore

neglected dimension. Plants have also been selected for
their after dusk ‘performance value’ in terms of scent and
colour as well as for their structure and texture and are
designed to look good in the daytime too. With light play and
shadow play being equally important in creating both drama
and intrigue in the garden and dusk, evening and night time

a glimpse at possibilities that tempt us to explore still
further.
